• Two or three dimensional pieces in any medium are accepted from any age 

group. All two dimensional pieces must be framed and the artist must provide an 
easel for its display. Limited space is available.  

 
• Short poems or other creative writings are accepted. Written works are limited to 

one standard letter size sheet and must be framed.  
 
• All registration forms MUST be completed and received by the Poarch Band of 

Creek Indians Cultural Department no later that 4:00 pm on Monday, August 7, 
2017. Registration forms and images may be emailed to traditionalarts@pci-
nsn.gov or delivered to the Poarch Creek Cultural Department. 

 
• Artists must deliver their work to the old schoolhouse beginning at 9:00 am. 

Work must be picked between 5:00 and 6:00 pm. The Poarch Band of Creek 
Indians is not responsible for any damage incurred during the exhibition. 
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
